
Putting the KvK 

Signing Certificate into 

use



The Chamber of 

Commerce signing 

certificate consists of 2 

parts (files). The first file you are going 

to download is the 

certificate. (.P12) 

Recognizable by the 

envelope icon with the key.

The second file you will 

download is the 

Chamber of Commerce 

part.



1. Upload certificate in EDO



To order the KvK signing 

certificate, the EDO 

organization administrator 

has a button in the EDO 

certificate management.

When clicked this will open 

this page.

After filling in the fields, click 

send.



Click on the link to 

download the certificate 

and follow the steps.

When your signing certificate 

has been created and is 

ready to download, you will 

receive this email from 

Quovadis .



Check your details and click 

next.



Copy the password and keep it safe. You’ll need it for signing the documents for Chamber of Commerce

NOTE: The password is 

ONLY displayed here.

Click Download to download 

the certificate.



Click “Save As” to save the 

certificate.



Your First Name + Last Name.P12

Explorer will open to 

download the certificate. 

Change this name to:



After you have changed the name 

and specified the download 

location, click save.



This file has appeared at the 

location you specified as the 

download location.

NB:

Do NOT install this file on your 

computer/workstation.

You need to upload/Drag 

this file into EDO.



Open the 

management page in 

EDO.

Click on the Certificate to 

open the certificate manager.



Do you see an (old) 

certificate here? Then 

remove it first.
Click on the trash can to delete 

the (old) certificate.



Click on the + sign to upload 

the certificate, or you can 

drag the certificate directly 

into this box.



The new certificate is now 

in EDO.

Enter the expiration date of the certificate.

Click on the blue check mark 

to confirm the date.



2. Install KvK section



Click on the link to download 

the Chamber of Commerce 

part of the certificate.



Enter your email address:

Then click on search:



click on the download icon.



Select the top option (. pem ) 

and click download.



click on 'Save as…'.



Explorer will open to 

download the certificate. 

Change this name to:

Your own “Firstname+Lastname.TXT”

registration.
